1. RULES.

2. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY.

2.1  (a) The regatta is open for competition in Pacer class boats supplied by the organising authority.
(b) Boats shall be crewed by either two or three competitors, subject to number of entries, and shall remain the
same throughout the regatta unless given prior approval for substitution by, and entirely at the discretion of the race
committee.

2.2 Competitors shall be females over 20 years of age at the date of the first race.

2.3 Competitors may enter and pay applicable fees electronically only, through the RGY C website prior to 1700hrs on
18th October 2018.
